Sunday June 7th from 4 -5 PM the Juneau County Life Chain Committee will 
hold a vigil for prayer and scripture reading outside the Family Planning Office, 
located in the Hwy 82 E Strip Mall in Mauston.  Join us as we remember the 
tragic June 7th, 1965 U.S. Supreme Court Griswold v. Connecticut decision 
which struck down a Connecticut ban on the sale and use of contraceptives, 
paving the way for abortion by inventing the “right to privacy” upon which the 
1973 Roe v. Wade  decision was based.

Pentecost (Whitsunday)
     
A feast of the universal Church which commemorates the Descent of the Holy Ghost upon the Apostles, fifty 
days after the Resurrection of Christ, on the ancient Jewish festival called the “feast of weeks” or Pentecost 
(Exodus 34:22; Deuteronomy 16:10).  Whitsunday is so called from the white garments which were worn by 
those who wer4e baptized during the  vigil; Pentecost is the Greek for “the fiftieth” (day after Easter).
     
Whitsunday, as a Christian feast, dates back to the first century, although there is no evidence that it was 
observed, as there is in the case of Easter; the passage in 1 Corinthians 16:8 probably refers to the Jewish feast.  
This is not surprising, for the feast, originally of only one day’s duration, fell on a Sunday; besides it was so 
closely bound up with Easter that it appears to be not much more that the termination of Paschal tide.  
     
In Italy it was customary to scatter rose leaves from the ceiling of the churches to recall the miracle of the fiery 
tongues; hence in Sicily and elsewhere in Italy Whitsunday is called Pascha rosatum.. The Italian name Pascha 
rossa comes from the red colours of the vestments used on Whitsunday.  In France it was customary to blow 
trumpets during the Divine service, to recall the sound of the mighty wind which accompanied the Descent of 
the Holy Ghost.  In England the gentry amused themselves with horse races.  At Vespers of Pentecost in the 
Oriental Churches the extraordinary service of genuflexion, accompanied by long poetical prayers and psalms, 
takes place.   On Pentecost the Russians carry flowers and green branches in their hands.
     
Christ has promised that the power of the Spirit will come if we ask for Him. It’s essential that in prayer we 
leave the door of our hearts open to invite Him in.  We become different persons and changed people to the 
extent that we allow the Holy Spirit to disturb our complacency, uproot our mediocrity and make way for fresh 
growth.  What the Spirit will bring into our lives, if we permit Him to lead us, is joy, peace and love.  On this 
Pentecost Sunday, we thank God for the gift of His Holy Spirit Who works in countless hidden ways to deepen 
our faith, to fill us with strength and inspiration and to renew our lives.  So we sing and pray the Easter alleluia 
for one last time.
